Recipe
Berry Trifle

Ingredients:
1 prepared pound cake, cubed
1 (10 oz) package frozen blueberries
1 (10 oz) package frozen raspberries
1 (10 oz) package frozen blackberries
2 tablespoons watered down maple syrup
1 (5 oz) package instant vanilla pudding mix
½ cup milk
1 (14 oz) can sweetened condensed milk
1 (8 oz) container frozen whipped topping, thawed

Directions:

Place cubed cake in bottom of large glass serving bowl.
Layer the blueberries, raspberries and blackberries on top
of the cake. Sprinkle with watered down maple syrup.

In a medium bowl, combine pudding mix, milk, condensed
milk and 1 cup of whipped topping, stir well. Pour mixture
over frozen berries. Top custard with remaining cool whip.
Let sit at room temperature for 1 hour or in refrigerator for
2 to 3 hours, enough for the berries to thaw before serving.



Materials:

Acorns
Wool/Yarn
Glue gun
Permanent markers
Mini pom poms

How to make:

Using a glue gun attach a mini pom pom to the stem of the
acorn.
Hold the wool so that 1cm hangs down the edge of the
stem.
Now twist the wool around the stem starting just under the
pom pom, moving down the stem.
Keep weaving the wool around, covering the 1cm of wool as
you go. Cut the wool when you get one third of the way
down the gumnut and secure it with glue.
Cut some white wool and glue on the white edging of the
Santa hat (see below).
To add a beard to Santa, secure the wool to the base of the
gumnut with glue and wrap the wool  up.
Secure it the other edge with glue to finish the beard.
Santa’s eyebrows are bit of wool, cut to a length of  1cm,
glued on his face.
Lastly, draw on your happy face!
